Dear Sir, I have just been appointed to a fellowship given under direc-
tion of the Univ’y of Penna, by the terms of which I am to reside next
year at the Philadelphia College Settlement and from that as a point
of appliance am to investigate the “industrial opportunities of the col-
ored population of Philadelphia.”

I suppose that you can tell me better than any other man in the
country just what are the best things written on the “Negro Problem”
