My dear Sir: My attention has just been called to your book, “A
New Negro for a New Century.”* I was very glad to be of some as-
sistance to you in the way of counsel, etc. in connection with its
publication, but I do not remember to have authorized you to use
my picture on first page of cover nor to publish my name in con-
nection with the matter which I wrote for you. On the contrary my
remembrance is that I advised that it would not be possible for me
to grant the latter matter even if I promised as to the first. If you
will be kind enough to send me a copy of letter granting such per-
mission I shall be most grateful.

The book as re-printed shows up well, but I find myself repre-
sented as the author of it on your cover when of course this is not
true. It was also understood by me that I was to contribute g2 pages
to your publication at the rate of $3 a page. I notice, however, that
the matter when set up makes 72 pages. I understood that I should
hear from you again as soon as you set the matter up as to the
balance of matter if it was accepted and printed by you. Yours very
